Thomas has declined to pay
the additional 2-percent fee and
Canton Library officials won't
allow Westland residents to
check out more than one book
at a time in the absence of some
financial remuneration for ser-
vices.

"Under the bylaws of WOLF,
when one community exceeds 5
percent of another community
library's use we have the right
to ask that community to pay,"
said Jean Tabor, director of the
Canton Public Library.

There are 36,000 registered
borrowers who use the Canton
Public Library each year. Of
those 36,000 borrowers, about
2,520 are Westland residents.

Last s u m m e r , the state
awarded Westland a $2 million
grant to build a new library and
the existing Wayne-Westland
Library was awarded $600,000
as part of the same grant to re-
furbish the existing library.
